“Increase/Decrease Indent” is a useful tool for margin to set the paragraph position. This tool is sometimes better to use
than the “Tab” key. The icon is like a toggle switch. Clicking once turns it on and the second time turns it off.
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S  The Increase Indent button indents the paragraph by one tab each time you click the button.
To decrease the indent, click the Decrease Indent button.
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1. Highlight the area that you want to indent
